The Past is Still Present in Mount Tabor, New Jersey

History has always been important to the Mount Tabor community, but recently it has made headlines because Mount Tabor has been awarded two Historic Preservation Grants from the Morris County Preservation Trust Fund. "We are so excited to bring these grants to our community," says Mount Tabor Historical Society grant chairperson Michelle LaConto Munn. "The historical society's mission is to help plan for the community's future in harmony with its past-- and both historic planning grants will help us achieve this mission."

The purpose of a historic preservation plan is to create long-range plans for the care and keeping of historic buildings and environments. Here in Mount Tabor, historic treasures are in abundance. Good stewardship is important so the community can continue to use and enjoy the historic structures for generations to come and also maintain the historic character that makes the neighborhood so unique.

Mount Tabor was founded in 1869 as a Methodist Camp Meeting, has a rich architectural collection of Victorian gingerbread cottages, and a distinct "sense of place."  It is felt as soon as one walks onto "the hill." People often comment that it feels like they are walking back into another era with our narrow streets, closely placed tiny cottages with porches and pocket gardens. It is this unique historic character we are so eager to promote and protect.

Mount Tabor is among 24 nearby sites that will benefit from grants awarded by the Morris County Preservation Trust Fund. The Mount Tabor Historical Society was awarded two non-construction grants: to complete a master plan for the Mount Tabor Historic District, and for a preservation plan for the J. Smith Richardson History House. The Morris County Freeholders approved $2.57 million to help preserve twenty-four historic sites in Morris County selected to receive funding for preservation projects.
